Local Police are treating this very 
seriously ς these acts will result in criminal 
charges, which will involve a substantial fine 
and possible imprisonment. 

In the interim karakii have been offered for 
the healing of the tree, with hopo feathers 
offered as a gift of peace.

This very large tree once had 
three carvings, but now only two survive.  One 
of these carvings deteriorated in just two days 
between preparation for removal and the day 
we were able to take the tree out.  Again, 
thanks to Tom Lanauze for his skills and 
wisdom in managing this extraction.  The 
removal process took a whole day but we

One School teacher David Jane and his son 
Brian, a Canadian ethnographer who was 
visiting the island to talk with Hokotehi - 
Alexis Brunten, farm consultant Tony 
Whatman, Susan Thorpe and Maui Solomon. 

 

 

 

 

The photo above shows the height of the tree.  
Prior to beginning the extraction, the carvings 
were carefully wrapped in plastic padding.  
Tom then secured the top of the tree with a 
pulley system so that the fall could be 
managed.  After removing the top of the tree 
the base was then cut and the carved section 
removed and transported to the marae. 

Hokotehi intends to protect the remaining 
trees at Pehenui (Kaingaroa Station) with a 
protective covenant and fencing.

As part of the ongoing archaeological 
recording that Hokotehi has been working on 
in the past few years we have joined by a 
team from Otago University, led by Dr Ian 
Barber.  Ian and doctoral researcher, Justin 
Maxwell, have recently surveyed and 
excavated some small occupation sites near

seeds had matching dates.  This work is 
important for determining the nature and 
sequence of occupation on the island.  It may 
also help understand connections between 
coastal and inland settlements.

assessed the groves in 5 locations and noted 
other trees that require extraction or 
protection in situ.  Hokotehi will shortly make 
applications for funding assistance for 
conservation of the groves. 

When field work recommences next summer 
Justin may require assistance.  Anyone 
interested in being part of the fieldwork team 
should contact the General Manager via the 
Hokotehi office. 

 

Farm Feasibility Study 

As part of the wider objectives to improve our 
farming assets Hokotehi recently engaged 
farm consultant Tony Whatman to carry out a 
feasibility study of Henga and Kaingaroa.

strategic direction we have proposed.  
Currently farming operations are enjoying 
good returns but we are concerned for the 
long term health of our land and financial 
assets and are therefore exploring diverse 
options for enhanced land management.
