island. The results of the collaborative plan
are very pleasing.

A new business area has opened up for
Hokotehi this year after tests confirmed that
Henga lime is highly beneficial for local farm
lands. The quarry was used successfully by
the previous Henga owner but no lime is
currently available on the island. We have
already have expressions of interest from
local farmers and the aim is to make it self-
sustaining in the first year.
