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UPDATE on TREATY NEGOTIATIONS and CALL FOR MEMBER FEEDBACK
In January 2016 HMT held a mandate hui in Christchurch and provided a summary of the Moriori claim to members.  Mandate was reconfirmed and the negotiation team have been in a cycle of monthly meetings with OTS and Crown representatives since February.
